Re: Ad Hoc Artificial Intelligence Committee

In recent years, the use of artificial intelligence (commonly called "AI" or
"Generative AI") has rapidly grown. Al has the potential to create greater efficiency in the
legal system and provide expanded access to justice for Kansans. But it also comes with
risks for confidentiality, inaccuracy, and bias.

The Supreme Court recognizes the need to address the use of Al as it impacts the
Kansas Judicial Branch and the Kansas legal system.

Pursuant to the authority under Article 3, Section 1 of the Kansas Constitution, the
Supreme Court hereby creates the Ad Hoc Artificial Intelligence Committee, effective the
date of this order. The duties of the committee include:

1. Studying the use of Al as it relates to the judicial branch;

2. Making recommendations to the Supreme Court on internal policies and
procedures for the use of Al by employees of the judicial branch, including
policies for vetting Al vendors and software;

3. Making recommendations to the Supreme Court on policies and procedures for
the use of Al by attorneys, parties, and other members of the public who use
judicial branch services; and

4. Serving as an Al governance body for the judicial branch responsible for
reviewing, evaluating, and approving potential use cases as they relate to court
functions.

To facilitate the Committee's work, there will be an Internal Policy subcommittee
and an External Policy subcommittee. The two subcommittees will work to develop
complementary policies that govern Al use within the court system.
